Mathematics Peer Tutoring Program will be taking place afterschool
The Mathematics Peer Tutoring Club has been responsible for promoting mathematics throughout the School and for organising tutors, who are very able mathematics students from years 10,11 and 12, to provide, once a week, one on one mathematics tuition for any student in years 7, 8 and 9 needing extra assistance with their maths.
